GENERAL EDUCATION SCIENCE COURSES

The unique difficulty of these courses is dependent, mostly, on the amount of Mathematics and Logic required during the course.  We refer to this as the MaGic rating.  This is not to be confused with the prerequisite or assessment level to enter the course, but the amount of MaGic required during the course.

 To quantify the MaGic required we used a chili pepper scale.  One  chili  incorporates a minimum amount of mathematics and logic in the course. (One must do some MaGic in a science course.) More  chilies  incorporate increasingly more mathematics and logic in the course.
