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                     , a student with a disability, has enrolled in your class for Summer 2002 semester.  We are providing you with the following information to help you in working with this student.

Description of Disability:
This student has low vision/is blind.  The student will discuss with you how this will impact on classroom activities.

Accommodations:
Verbalizing material which otherwise might have been presented or implied in a purely visual form will assist in making explanations clear to the student.  For example, it would help if you would speak a formula aloud as well as writing it on the board.

Usually the spoken portion of a presentation or movie will convey enough information. Occasionally, a classmate may need to narrate quietly or the student may need to make arrangements for a reader to attend the class in order to narrate.

Since the student must rely on hearing rather than sight, some seating accommodations may be necessary.  The student will let you know if this is the case.

Because of the difficulty that a visual disability presents in taking class notes, the student may need to either tape the class sessions or ask a classmate to serve as a volunteer notetaker.  The student will discuss which is preferred, as well as the mechanics of how it may be handled in your course.

Assistive equipment that this student may need can be found in the DSS Learning Center - CAB116.  The student will need to make arrangements for this by contacting Marjorie Raley at 279-5224 in the Learning Center.

This student will need extended time, assistive equipment (in CAB116) and/or a reader for examinations.  Please discuss this with the student.  Depending upon the nature of the task, DSS counselors will estimate time requirements.  The student is responsible for making arrangements for a reader through the DSS Learning Center.  Please follow Policies and Procedures of the Assessment Center (CC14) for exams taken in that facility. The student needs to notify the instructor at least two days in advance of a test/exam or there may not be enough time to arrange for the accommodation.
If needed, arrangements have been made/will be made with an outside agency to get the required textbooks on tape.

Handouts and tests can be taped, enlarged or Brailled in the DSS Learning Center (CAB116).  Please contact Marjorie Raley at x5224 when this service is needed.

Any assistant not registered in this class, must be preapproved by Disability Support Services.  Please call Disability Support Services at x5058 to verify approval.
