Audio Format Materials for Students with Disabilities 

Students who need University of Baltimore course-related materials only in audio format can request books available from Recordings for the Blind and Dyslexic (RFB&D) by submitting requests to the Disability Support Services (DSS) Office. The DSS Office will use its institutional membership to obtain the books for students. 

The DSS 0ffice will contact the professors to check if a previous edition may be used. 

Requests should be submitted during early registration to ensure books will be available in a timely manner. Students are required to bring a list of courses and book titles, if available, that are needed in audio format. 

Books not available through RFB&D may be obtained through the DSS Office provided that requests are made before the second week of the Fall or Spring semester. Requests for summer reading must be made by the end of the first week of class. Requests made after those dates may result in a delay in receiving audiotaped information. Information covered prior to any late requests will not be honored. 

Students are responsible for notifying the DSS Office of examination dates. The DSS Office will contact the appropriate professors and obtain the exam to be audiotaped. Students requesting testing accommodations requiring adaptive technology or personnel will schedule their exam in the DSS Office (see testing instructions). 

Students who want full access to RFB&D's services (e.g, ordering books for personal interest) can apply for an individual RFB&D membership. Students will then be able to order books at their convenience.
