Disabilities Documentation Policy

It is the policy of the University of Baltimore to provide reasonable accommodations for students with disabilities. In order to provide academic adjustment, proper documentation is required and must be presented to the Director of Disability Support Services or Liberal Arts and Business students) or the Assistant Dean of Student Affairs (Law School). This documentation is not part of the student's college record. Documentation will remain in the DSS Office for seven years; then it will be destroyed, unless the student requests it be turned to him/her. 

Documentation guidelines have been provided to assist students obtaining appropriate documentation from qualified professionals. Appropriate documentation of a disability helps the student in educating appropriate disability staff about the impact of his/her disability, his/her needs, and potential accommodations. University of Baltimore may request documentation for the following reasons: 

· To verify the existence of a disability 

· To assist in the determination of eligibility for auxiliary aids and services and individual needs to minimize the impact of the disability

· Equal access to all programs 

· Integrated settings 

· Academic adjustments 

· Protection against discrimination and harassment 

RESPONSIBILITIES OF STUDENTS WITH DISABILITIES 

· Advanced request for accommodations/academic adjustments 

· Advanced notice for facilities access

· Advanced submission of proper medical documentation 

· Meet with a DSS staff member for an intake appointment and discussion of potential accommodation(s) 

· Be a self-advocate 

The University of Baltimore and the Office of Disability Support Services have the following rights and responsibilities: 

· Determine the appropriateness of submitted documentation requests for accommodation(s) on a case by case basis, based on the judgment of the DSS Director 

· Request additional information to determine eligibility for services 

· Keep all information regarding the student's disability confidential 
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
